Activity:  Divide the class into two groups.  Have them line up in single file lines, by group, facing you.  The object of the activity is for them to line up according to whatever category that is called out.  When they feel they have lined up correctly every member of the team must raise their hand or sit down wherever they are in line.  As an example, you might say “please line up by height, shortest in front and tallest in back, Go!”.  Each team would rearrange themselves as quickly as they could in a single file line with the shortest person in front and the tallest person in back.  The first team to accomplish the task and give the appropriate finish signal would be declared the winner and another task will be called out.

Suggested line up categories:
Shoe size
Hair color
Hair length
Width of smile
Eye color
Birthday
Number of people in the family
Etc

Discussion Ideas:
· What did you see happening in this activity?
· Did people stay in the same place during each of the commands? Why not?
· Which people are the most important ones in this activity, the ones in the front or the ones in the back?  Why?
· Were you always between the same people? Why not?
· What can this activity tell us about being different?
· Is it good or bad to be different than each other?
· How would the world be different if we were all the same?
· List some things that make us unique.
